Introduction:

Lockdowns and other safety drills are part of a
comprehensive emergency preparedness plan. Each
school engages in actions designed to mitigate loss in
response to a safety threat.

Lockdowns are designed to protect and secure students
and staff from a variety of dangers in and around school.
Once the school is secure the purpose is to keep the
threat out or contained.

Lockdowns can save lives and are considered best
practice when responding to specific threats.

Lockdowns can be associated with the presence of law
enforcement and create perceived danger even during
drills. Being aware that lockdowns may produce anxiety,
stress, or trauma for students or staff, careful planning
is critical.

In an elementary school setting, lessening fears, stress
or trauma associated with lockdowns/drills is the goal of
planning lessons, discussions, parent communication
and practice.

Each class is unigue and the considerations that should
be planned for are: age, disabilities, English language
learners and those who have experienced trauma. The
classroom teacher is best suited to develop specific
lessons/instructions for his/her class. This workbook
provides ideas and samples to assist in preparing that
specific classroom plan.

When promoting Kentucky Safe Schools
Week in your school, here are a few things
to consider:

» Every school is unique, and therefore the
campaign should be adjusted to fit
individual needs.

Using the theme “Focus on School Safety”
incorporates the needed safety precautions
for our students.

Try to involve all students in the campaign.
Everyone is needed to help make the
school a safe place.

Various school districts across Kentucky have
great ideas about how they plan on promoting
KY Safe Schools Week this year. Here are
just a few of the many ideas:

» Some schools use the Daily School
Announcements on the PA system or
Closed Circuit TV.

* Some have a spirit day where everybody
can participate and “Focus on School Safety”
and they wear the school’s logo or ball
team shirts. Schools also print stickers for
students to wear or attach to their notebooks.
Have students take the pledge before
school or at lunch. Also, students could
wear a theme color to emphasize school
safety. Don’t forget to send us a picture and
we will put it on the website.

A school could focus on a different part

during SSW lunch and have handouts and
resources with posters and bookmarks
available for the students. A club or the SRO
could man the display table, just an idea...also
a computer for the students to take the pledge
could be available at this time.

Some schools have a service club that paints a
large banner to go up in the lobby of the school
along with other activities throughout the week.

Some of the media specialists have the
bookmarks available for students in the library
during SSW week and devote the computers
before and after school for students to take the
online pledge.

Others post the pledges in the halls and on
the walls along with some of the handouts
about bully prevention, cyber bullying, sexting,
conflict/bullying, telling/tattling as reminders to
the students during this week.

TRTs and computer teachers use the cyber
bullying and digital citizenship resources during
SSW and talk about self-control and self-esteem
online. They use STLP students to teach some
of the younger students about acceptable use of
technology and helping them take the pledge.

Put information from the handouts into your

Students can use the information from
handouts to write an article about keeping
schools safe in their school newspaper

Use elements from the handouts for planning
lessons (this information can be adapted for
different age groups)
